Established by the Sunset Cliffs Surf Association to assist students in becoming a 1st responder, lifeguard,
firefighter, police, nurse, etc., or who are entering a trade school.

e Brady/Beltran/Posternack Scholarship $
Established by parents to recognize teachers who inspire and motivate. Applicants submit an essay about
the teacher(s) who have pushed them to improve in academics and citizenship and to become reflective,
empathetic toward others and more determined to succeed.

e Bennie Edens Memorial Scholarship S
In memory of Coach Edens who led PLHS football team for decades. His impact on
generations of Pointer Athletes as well as the community is a source of Pointer Pride.

e Larry Zeiger Scholars
In honor of Larry’s decades of enthusiastic teaching and “Gotta Sing, Gotta Dance” S
program which awakened thousands of Pointers to their inner acting/singing/dancing talents.

e Pointer Sisters
Merit based scholarship for one student planning on attending a 4-year college or university. Requirements $
are a GPA of 3.0 or higher, community service, and participation in school activities.
